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Can you tell me about your role as an Education Recruitment Consultant at justteachers?

My role as an Education Recruitment Consultant at justteachers is to recruit the very best teachers, teaching assistants and nursery nurses to supply not only mainstream schools but also special needs schools for daily, short and long term cover. These roles can cover everything from sickness, course cover and maternity. My aim is to forge strong relationships with my clients and candidates alike and to grow our business levels by developing strong working relationships. 
What do you find most challenging about the role?

Running a very busy Primary & Special Needs desk is challenging but also extremely fulfilling and enjoyable. The challenge is to manage bookings coming in, develop client relationships, being aware of the needs of our teachers, teaching assistants and nursery nurses and also developing their experience by finding exciting roles for them so they can gain further experience within their profession.

What do you most enjoy about your role?

I love the fast pace of my role and the fact that every day is different. I also enjoy the accomplishment of gaining a new client after working hard to build a relationship with them and also when I register a new candidate it’s always enjoyable when you place them into a booking and then receive positive feedback from both the client and candidate. I also enjoy working as part of a team even though I have my own desk to run I never feel isolated. 
What is a typical day like at justteachers?

Once in the office I will call all of my designated clients regarding their supply requirements. At about 9.30am the morning rush in finally over so this in when I will either begin registering new candidates, speaking to existing clients or visiting new clients to learn more about their schools. By lunchtime, I catch up with candidates to book them for work the following day and then in the afternoon I once again start speaking to my clients about cover the following day.

What would you say were the most important requirements and skills required by justteachers?

As a person looking to join justteachers I would say that you need to be an organised individual who enjoys a fast-paced environment, be motivated to develop your own desk, be a team player and have a positive outlook to understand that each day can be different.

Do you get the opportunity to travel?

Only when I’m out visiting my schools and as I have a local area it means I can pop out of the office at short notice if a school requires me too.

I joined justteachers in September 2007 after being made redundant from a national sales and training job within the hair & beauty industry.
